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The peculiarities of perinatal viral hepatitis

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The study of the influence and ways of transmission of viral hepatitis from mother to fetus 
was conducted. Viral hepatitis in pregnancy proceeds mostly with moderate activity due to the 
level of corticosteroidal secretion produced by maternal and fetal adrenal glands. It was revealed 
that pregnant women and newborns concern to the group of high risk of obstetrical and perinatal 
complications: placental insufficiency, intrauterine fetal development delay, asphyxia 
neonatorum, neurological and infectious complications in newborns.
